last year. In April, the latest process for the homologation of E-paths in France 

was finished by FFRandonnée:  

 created a variation of GR® E3 via the GR® 654 between Vézelay and Montréal-du-Gers 

 created a variation of GR® E5 in the Loire valley via GR® 3  

 modified the GR® E5 in Île-de-France to pass through Paris 

 modified the GR® E5 between Perrancey-les-Vieux-Moulins and Mussy-sur-Seine to eliminate
